2.PROJECT BACKGROUND AND DESCRIPTION

2.1 Background

In May 2008, theCity of Burlingtonendorsed th®owntownBurlington Master Plar{Haden Stanale,
et.al, available at www.burlingtondowntown.corihe plan was the culmination oflé~ -year planning
effort that involved downtown tzens, business owners, developers, and public officials. The
DowntownBurlington Master Plartoversa 16block area of downtown Burlington that is defined by a
Municipal Service DistricfMSD) (Map 2 Districts and Zoningattached, shows the boundanéshe
MSD.). The plan provides recommendationghe areas of Organization, Promotion, Economic
Restructuring and Physical Improvements, includiagign recommendatiofnsr sidewalks, site
furnishings, street treeparking, street crossectionsgaeway and wayfinding signage, public arid
improvements to public areas such as Depot Square.

The DowntownBurlington Master Plarsesks to encourage the revitalization of this historic core as well
as a humber of identified opportunity sites for infillredevelopment within and adjacent to the

Municipal Service District.In 2009, the Laboratory Corporation of A (LabCorp) renewed its
commitment to downtown Burlington with the opening of its $15 million corporate headquarters near a
key downtown geeway. In July of the same year, the BDC Board of Directors hired Anne K. Morris as
Executive Director to lead the organizatiarits new direction, witlanincreased focus on Economic
Restructuring activities. Also in late 2009, the City of Burlingtomaled a contract to repave downtown
streets and two key entrance corridors as well as to install imprint asphalt crosswalks at most downtown
intersectionsThe BDC has formed a design committee that includes the City of Burlington Director of
Public Works.This committee is in the process of defining acceptable site furnishings, parking
requirements, pavement modifications and other possible improverAsrasesulof these actions,
development and redevelopment interest in the downtown area is incre@#ingn new businesses
opening in the second half of 2009.

2.2 Phasingand timeline:

The City of Burlingtorhasestablished a budget for downtown streetscape elements to be purchased as
part of therecently awardedtreet paving contract. The spedifiions for these elements must be

identified no later than June 1, 2010. To make the most of this and other opportunities, the BDC is
seeking to develop a master streetscape plan for the Municipal Service Ditiggtlan may be

developed and/or carrie out in stages, depending on budget constraints.
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2.3 Project Description:

3. SELECTION PROCESS

The Design Committee of the Burlington Downtown Corporation will serve as the selection committee
for this processwith final approval made by the BDC Board of Directdrsis committee includes the

City of Burlington Public Works Dector, the BDC Executive Director, representatives from the BDC
Board of Directors and other volunteers.

Responses to this RFQ will be evaluated by the committee, and the committee may select a firm for the
project or select a short list of firms for foer consideration. A short list of firms may be invited for an
interview and discussion of project scope and/or be requested to submit request for proposals.

A firm will be selected based on credentipgitesented in the response to this request forfepaions,
including: qualifications of key personnel, logistical capabilities and previous performance with similar
projects Other elements that will be evaluated inclugehnical approach to the projeicidication of

ability to undertake the projeatithin the stated time framand cost.

work to be performed and the fee for that work. If an agreement cammeabhed, the selection

committee will move to the next firm on the short list.

If a phasing approach is taken, the contract will specify which aspects of the plan are to be completed
under the scope of this contract. Subsequent phases of work maybeitiegotiated with the selected
firm or requested through a new proposal process at the discretion of the BDC.
