A Grocery Store is Coming Downtown!

On Sunday, November 14th they officially broke ground on the $2.3 million 
project. More than 200 people stopped by to enjoy a  celebratory potluck

musical  groups performed, helping to create a festive mood.  Local 
dignitaries including Mayor Ronnie Wall, State Representative Alice 
Bordsen, and Elon University President Leo Lambert were on hand to lend 
support and encouragement.  The Board of Directors introduced their 
newly hired General Manager, Chris Bartlett, who officially started work 
December 1st, and will be relocating his family to Burlington from New 

Hampshire. He has worked for the past 
12 years with one of the oldest 
cooperative groceries in the country. 
With a  $17, 500 building rehab and  
up-fit grant award from the BDC, the 
market is now less than $200,000 away 
from its target fundraising goal. The 
market now boasts approximately 1,750 
community owners and is still seeking 

new owners and investors to help 
close this final gap.  
The Company Shops Market will be open 

from 10a.m.ɂ2p.m. every Saturday at their location on E. Front St.
