The BDC is excited to announce our 2010-20111 Small Grants Program. 

Downtown business and property owners will now have quarterly opportunities 

to apply for the following four grants:  

 
 Business Up-fit Grant 
 Business Sustainability Grant 
 Building Rehabilitation & Modernization Grant 
 Downtown residential Development Incentive Grant. 
 
The first round of grant applications are due September 30th. Applications will 

be made available beginning Tuesday, August 17th. Interested applicants may 

pick one up in the BDC offices or download one from our website, 

www.BurlingtonDowntown.com 

The development of these grants programs was influenced by the 

recommendations from the 2008 Downtown Burlington Master Plan and by an 

analysis of business needs in the downtown. This grant program is made 

possible by funding from the City of Burlington and proceeds from the 

Municipal Service District. Most grants offer a 50-50 match, with grant 

maximums varying from between $3000 to $7500.  Applicants may apply for 

more than one grant at a time. 
 

The grants will be made available quarterly and awarded on a competitive basis.  

A grant selection team will be drawn from the BDC Board of Directors and  

other standing committee volunteers. The team will review all applications and 

make recommendations to the Board of Directors. The allocations of funds will 

be the decision of the BDC Board of Directors.

We are offering grants to assistant with the 

renovation of building exteriors and interiors, grants to assist with business 

upfit and expansion and incentives specifically to encourage the development 

of quality residential units in the upper stories of our 

downtown buildings!

You may have noticed that our downtown streets 

are now freshly paved and awaiting their new 

crosswalks. Our Design Committee has been very 

active working with Karen Weston-Chien of Haden 

Stanziale on plans for our new streetscapes. We are 

excited to announce that our first phase of the plan 

has been extended to include large planters on 

Spring, Main and Davis Streets between Front and 

Davis Streets in addition to Front Street. All the lightpoles in the downtown area 

will get a new coat of black paint and updated fixtures as well as fresh new 

banners. All work is on schedule to be completed by this fall. The planters and 

trees and other plantings are generously being paid for by the New Leaf Society 

and will be installed during the fall planting season. This project could not have 

happened without the partnership between the City of Burlington, the New Leaf 

Society and the BDC!  We’re also excited to have free Wi-Fi access in the 

Downtown area starting September 1st.  

The last year has been busy and full of great things. We hope that the next fiscal 

year brings even more excitement!

Streetscape Project Moves Forward 

Since receiving the $298,000 grant from the NC Main 
Street Solutions Fund in May, work on the downtown 
space has been moving ahead full force . Currently, the 
opening date is set for January 2011. The Company Shops 
Market recently teamed up with Sustainable Alamance’s 
Prison Ministry to begin demolition of the old ceiling’s 
wooden  joist framework.  
 
Sharon Dent serves on the Board of Directors and told the 
BDC that all wood, nails and other by-products of the 
demolition were recycled or salvaged for later use. There 
were only three small bags of trash at completion! 
 
The Company Shops Market will be open from 10a.m.ɂ

2p.m. every Saturday at their location on E. Front St.

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Front Street will feature three new  “gathering areas.” These  
spaces will feature trees and planters and will serve to widen 
the sidewalk, slow down traffic and  
create pleasant places to gather at key locations  
downtown. 

Several streets in downtown will be treated to large new 
planters, courtesy of the New Leaf Society. The largest of 
the planters will feature modest trees and the smaller will 
add seasonal color. An internal watering system will cut 
down on maintenance. 

With a modest budget of $350,000, the goal of the first 
phase of the Downtown Streetscapes Implementation 
Project is to do a lot with a little. Thanks to creative 
problem solving by our consultant, our committee 
members and city staff, the Design Committee has 
developed a plan that will make a big visual impact on 
downtown. Front Street will feature three new “gathering 
areas,” or sidewalk extensions in the 100 and 200 blocks. 
All of the lightpoles downtown  will be painted black for a 
consistent look and new banners will freshen things up.
